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Importance of repetition

* A baby may need 100s or even 1000s of repetitions to
learn a new word.

* Toddlers may need 50 to 100 repetitions of an activity
to learn a new skill.

* 4-5 year olds may need 5-10 repetitions to understand
a new concept.
