· Around 24% of 3- and 4-year-olds have their own smart phone
· 12- 15-year-olds in the UK now spend an average of 35 hours a week on their smart phone – the same as a working week!
There is a growing number of parents who believe that childhood is too short to be spent on smart phones and who have signed a pledge to wait until at least Year 9 to give their child a smart phone.
